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 MEMBERSHIP MEETING TO AMEND THE CONSTITUTION 
 

 The Board of Directors will submit a revised constitution to the membership for approval at our Oct 2, 2015    
 membership meeting. 

 

 The significant changes and reasons for these changes are outlined below: 
 

 1. Combined our two separate governing bodies, the Officers/Directors and the Board of Directors, into a  
 single body: the Board of Directors.  This is how the club used to be structured. For the past few years we 

 have had joint meetings to speed up and simplify running the club. This has proven very beneficial. Having 
 just one governing body will avoid a lot of unnecessary complications and make decision making easier and 
 faster.  The President will preside over all Board meetings. The Chairman of the Board will be eliminated. 

 

 2. Reduce the number of club offices.  The size of our club does not support the number of offices listed in 
 the constitution.  If the 7 officers and all the 12 directors listed were appointed, the Officers/Directors would 
 total 19. Adding the 9 elected board members and the past president we would have 29 members holding an 
 office. If our current membership is 120, we would have 24% of our membership holding an office. This 
 seems very excessive. If we add the people running ski trips, hosting parties and special events, it becomes 
 obvious why we have a problem getting people to serve. 

  a. Reduce the Board of Directors from 17 to 13 by reducing the elected board members from 9 to 6 
  and by eliminating the past president. 

  b. Reduce/eliminate the directors reporting to the Vice Presidents by incorporating their duties  
  under the appropriate VP. This makes the duties and responsibilities of the VP much clearer.  The VP 

  has the authority to appoint chairman and assistants (directors) as required.  Of the12 directors  
  currently listed, we have been running the club with four. 
 

 3. Eliminate family memberships.  By doing away with family memberships and by including children with a 
 regular membership, we avoid the problem of defining what constitutes a “family”. 

 

 4. Changed the fiscal year.  Changing the fiscal year from June 1 - May 31 to May1 - April 30 allows us to 
 start work on the next years budget during May. This also puts the Tennis  League, that starts in May, in the 

 current fiscal year rather than in overlapping fiscal years. 
 

 5. Eliminate the requirement that to run for an office a person must be a member for 12 months.  A new 
 member that joins in September could not run for office in April. This doesn’t seem to be a good policy when 
 we are lacking members willing to serve.  The voters will decide if that person is qualified. 

 

 6. Reduced the Nominating Committee from 7 to 3. This reflects what is closer to our actual practice. 
 

 7. Added snowboarding to our purpose. We have been promoting snowboarding for several years; but, it was 
 never stated. 

 

 Please review the revised constitution and attend the October 2, 2015 meeting to cast your vote. If you have 
 any questions, please contact a board member or call me at (260)749-4093 and I will be glad to answer them.
